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DOCUMENTS 

TO BE SUBMITTED BY NON-RESIDENT CUSTOMERS
TO OPEN AN ACCOUNT WITH JSC VTB BANK

1. To open a settlement account in the legal tender of the Russian Federation or in a foreign currency, a non-resident corporate shall submit to the Bank the following documents:

1.1. Account Opening Application executed in the Form required by the Bank on behalf of such non-resident corporate and signed by such corporate’s head or authorized representative  specified in its Charter or entitled to open / open and manage the account by a Power of Attorney bearing a seal of the corporate, its representative office or a branch, if any.

1.2. The following documents either legalized by the Russian Embassy or Consulate in the country of the corporate’s incorporation or having an apostil affixed and accompanied by the Russian translation duly certified by a notary public:

( copies of constituent documents (Charter, Articles of Incorporation or any other document required by  the jurisdiction of the country of the corporate’s incorporation);

( a copy of the document to certify the state registration of the corporate (extract/ a copy of extract from the Trade Register of the country of the corporate's incorporation, or any other document to certify the legal status of the corporate under the applicable jurisdiction).

1.3. A copy of Permit by the National (Central) Bank of the foreign state to open an account legalized by the Russian Embassy or Consulate abroad or by the Embassy or Consulate of such foreign country in the Russian Federation, or having an apostil affixed and accompanied by the Russian translation duly certified by a notary public, if such Permit is required under international agreement the Russian Federation is a party to or by jurisdiction of such foreign country.

1.4. A copy of Registration Certificate from the local Tax Authorities, Form 2402 IM, with the necessary identification codes (TIN –taxpayer identification code, and RVC – record validity code) of the foreign corporate being specified, or a copy of Registration Certificate from the Tax Authorities, Form 2401 IMD, also with the necessary TIN and RVC, and certified either by the Tax Authorities, or by a notary public, or by a Bank officer against the original document presented to the Bank. Registration Certificate from the local Tax Authorities, Form 2402 IM is issued by Tax Authorities for a non-resident corporate to open an account with each specific bank.

1.5. A Signature Card with the Seal Imprint, Form 0401026, either certified by a notary public, or executed at the Bank's premises with the Bank's officer being present.

1.6. A copy of License (Permit) issued to the corporate in compliance with the applicable Russian legislation and entitling it to perform activities subject to such license, if these licenses (permits) are directly related to the corporate’s capacity to enter into a specific Bank Account Agreement.

Such document can be certified either by a notary public, or by the license (permit) issuance bodies, or by the corporate’s head or authorized officer 1 (when the original document is presented to the Bank to certify the authenticity of its copy), or by the Bank officer when the original document is presented. 

1.7. A copy of the document to confirm the powers of the corporate’s single-person executive body executed in compliance with Clause 1.2. hereof.

1.8. Copies of documents to confirm the powers of persons specified in the Signature Card with the Seal Imprint and entitled to manage the bank account, executed in compliance with Clause 1.2. hereof.

1.9. A copy of Identification Document of those person(s) who are entitled to first or second signature right, as well as those person(s) who are authorized to manage the account with its (their) signature analogue, or of the Corporate customer’s representative, certified either by a notary public, or by the Bank officer against the original document presented.

Copies of identification documents of a foreign citizen or of an apatride made in a foreign language should be certified by a notary public and accompanied by the Russian translation.

Apart from identification documents, foreign citizens or apatrides shall submit to the Bank a copy of documents entitling them to stay (live) in the Russian Federation, as well as a copy of their migration cards certified either by a notary public or by an authorized officer of the Bank or its branch against the original documents presented. 

1.10.
Bank Account Agreement executed in the form set by the Bank and to be entered on behalf of the corporate. Bank Account Agreement shall be signed in two copies by the corporate’ head or its authorized representative  specified in its Charter or entitled to open / open and manage the account by a Power of Attorney bearing a seal of the corporate, its representative office or a branch, if any.

1.11. A Power-of-Attorney certified either by a notary public, or by the Embassy of the relative foreign country in the Russian Federation, or by the Russian Embassy or Consulate abroad (accompanied by the Russian translation duly certified by a notary public) to open / open and manage the account shall be submitted to the Bank in those cases when the Corporate opens/ opens and manages the account through an authorized representative.

2. To open a settlement account in the legal tender of the Russian Federation or in a foreign currency, a corporate’s separate division (a branch or representative office) shall submit to the Bank, apart from the documents specified in Clauses 1.1 – 1.10 (except for Clause 1.4), the following documents:

- a copy of the Regulation on Representative Office or Branch duly certified by a notary public;

- a copy of Registration Certificate from the local Tax Authorities, Form 2401 IMD, with taxpayer identification codes (TIN and RVC) specified, duly certified by a notary public, or by tax authorities, or by the Bank officer against the original;

- a copy of the document confirming the powers of the Head of the Corporate' separate division executed in compliance with Clause 1.2.

If required by the Russian legislation, copies should also be submitted of the documents confirming an entry made to the Consolidated State Register of foreign companies’ representative offices accredited in the Russian Federation, or to the State Register of foreign companies’ branches accredited in the Russian Federation. 

Such documents may be certified either by a notary public, or by the issuing body, or by the Head of the separate division 1/its authorized officer (subject to the original document being presented to the Bank), or by the Bank officer against the original document. 

3. To open a settlement account in the legal tender of the Russian Federation or in a foreign currency, foreign Embassies, Consulates and other diplomatic or eligible representative offices shall submit to the Bank the following documents:
3.1. Account Opening Application in the Form required by the Bank, or a letter executed on the Customer’s letterhead, and signed by the Head of the official representative office or any other person authorized to open / open and manage the account by a Power of Attorney bearing a relative seal, if any.

3.2. A Signature Card with the Seal Imprint, Form 0401026, either certified by a notary public, or executed at the Bank’s premises with the Bank’s officer being present.

3.3. A copy of Registration Certificate from the local Tax Authorities, Form 2401 IMD, with the necessary identification codes (TIN and RVC) being specified, and certified either by a notary public, or by the tax Authorities, or by the Bank’s officer against the original document (any other document may be submitted to the Bank instead of a copy of the Certificate if such document is stipulated by the local Tax Authorities and the Bank officially receives from them relative explanations).

3.4. Foreign diplomatic and eligible offices (except for Embassies and Consulates) shall submit copies of documents confirming their representative status certified either by a notary public or by the Head of the official representative office /authorized officer 1 (with no original document to be necessarily presented to the Bank).

Any document made in a foreign language shall be submitted to the Bank accompanied by a Russian translation certified by a notary public. Documents issued and having legal force in one state may only be applied in the Russian Federation when legalized, unless otherwise provided by international agreements.

3.5. Copies of documents to confirm powers of persons specified in Signature Card with the Seal Imprint to manage the bank account certified either by a notary public, or by the Head of the official representative office / authorized officer 1 (against the original document presented to the Bank to acknowledge the authenticity of the copy); or by the Bank officer against the original documents presented.

Any document made in a foreign language shall be submitted to the Bank accompanied by a Russian translation certified by a notary public. Documents issued and having legal force in one state may only be applied in the Russian Federation when legalized, unless otherwise provided by international agreements.

3.6. A copy of Identification Document of those person(s) who are entitled to first or second signature right, as well as those person(s) who are authorized to manage the account with its (their) signature analogue, or of the Corporate customer’s representative, certified either by a notary public, or by the Bank officer against the original document presented.

Copies of identification documents of a foreign citizen or of an apatride made in a foreign language should be certified by a notary public and accompanied by a Russian translation.

Apart from identification documents, foreign citizens or apatrides shall submit to the Bank a copy of documents entitling them to stay (live) in the Russian Federation, as well as a copy of their migration cards certified either by a notary public or by an authorized officer of the Bank or its branch against the original documents presented.
3.7. Bank Account Agreement executed in the Form set by the Bank and to be entered on behalf of the Customer. Bank Account Agreement shall be signed in two copies by the Head of the official representative or its authorized representative entitled to open / open and manage the account by a Power of Attorney bearing a seal, if any.

Units/missions of the official representative offices shall enter into Bank Account Agreements on behalf of such official representative office. 

3.8. A Power-of-Attorney certified either by a notary public, or by the Embassy (Consulate) of the relative foreign country in the Russian Federation, or by the Russian Embassy or Consulate abroad (accompanied by the Russian translation duly certified by a notary public) to open / open and manage the account shall be submitted to the Bank in those cases when the account is to be opened / opened and managed through an agent (authorized representative) of the corporate.
No Power-of-Attorney to open / open and manage the account shall be necessary if the account is opened / opened and managed by the Head of the official representative office or by a person acting as such.
If the Head of the official representative office delegates the right tot open / open and manage the account to any other persons, then the relative power-of-attorney shall be signed by the Head of the representative office or by a person acting as such and shall bear the seal of the representative office. Such Power-of-Attorney do not need to be certified by a notary public.
4. To open a settlement account in the legal tender of the Russian Federation or in a foreign currency, international institutions shall submit to the Bank the following documents:

4.1. Account Opening Application in the Form required by the Bank, or a letter executed on the Customer’s letterhead and signed by the Head of the international institution or any other person authorized to open / open and manage the account by a power of attorney bearing a relative seal, if any.

4.2. A Copy of International Treaty, Charter or a similar document to confirm the legal status of the international institution certified either by a notary public or by the Head / authorized representative of such international institution1 (with no original document to be necessarily presented to the Bank).

Any document made in a foreign language shall be submitted to the Bank accompanied with the Russian translation certified by a notary public. Documents issued and having legal force in one state may only be applied in the Russian Federation when legalized, unless otherwise provided by international treaties.

4.3. A Signature Card with the Seal Imprint, Form 0401026, either certified by a notary public, or executed at the Bank's premises with the Bank's officer being present.

4.4. A copy of Registration Certificate from the local Tax Authorities, Form 2401 IMD, with the necessary identification codes (TIN and RVC) being specified, and certified either by the Tax Authorities, or by a notary public, or by the Bank’s officer when the original document is presented. Any other document may be submitted to the Bank instead of a copy of the Certificate if such document is stipulated by the local Tax Authorities and the Bank officially receives relative explanations from them.

4.5. Copies of documents to confirm powers of persons specified in the Signature Card with the Seal Imprint to manage the bank account certified either by a notary public, or by the Head of the international institution / authorized officer 1 (provided that the original documents are presented to the Bank to acknowledge the authenticity of the copy); or by the Bank officer when the original documents are presented

Any document made in a foreign language shall be submitted to the Bank accompanied with the Russian translation certified by a notary public. Documents issued and having legal force in one state may only be applied in the Russian Federation when legalized, unless otherwise provided by international agreements.

4.6. A copy of the document to confirm the powers of the financial institution’s single-person executive body made in compliance with Clause 1.2. hereof.

4.7. A copy of Identification Document of those person(s) who are entitled to first or second signature right, as well as those person(s) who are authorized to manage the account with its (their) signature analogue, or of the Corporate customer’s representative, certified either by a notary public, or by the Bank officer when the original document is presented.

Copies of identification documents of a foreign citizen or of an apatride made in a foreign language should be certified by a notary public and accompanied with the Russian translation.

Apart from identification documents, foreign citizens or apatrides shall submit to the Bank a copy of documents entitling them to stay (live) in the Russian Federation, as well as a copy of their migration cards certified either by a notary public or by an authorized officer of the Bank or its branch when the original documents are presented. 

4.8. Bank Account Agreement executed in the Form set by the Bank and signed in two copies on behalf of the Customer by the Head of international institution or by any other person entitled to open / open and manage the account by a power of attorney bearing a seal, if any.

4.9. A Power-of-Attorney executed either by a notary public, or by the Embassy (Consulate) of the relative foreign country in the Russian Federation, or by the Russian Embassy or Consulate abroad (accompanied with the Russian translation duly certified by a notary public) to open / open and manage the account shall be submitted to the Bank in those cases when the account is to be opened / opened and managed through an agent (authorized representative) of the corporate.

No Power-of-Attorney to open / open and manage the account shall be necessary if the account is opened / opened and managed by the Head of the official representative office or by a person acting as such.

4.10. Separate divisions (branches or representative offices) of any international institution located on the territory of the Russian Federation shall submit the following document along with those specified in Clauses 3.1 – 3.8:

- A Copy of the Regulation on the Representative Office or Branch certified by a notary public;

- Copies of documents to confirm powers of the Head of the corporate’ separate division executed in compliance with Clause 1.2.

Neither legalization, nor appostille shall be necessary for member states of the 1993Convention on Legal Aid and Legal Relations in Civil, Family and Criminal Cases, and states who are parties to bilateral agreements on legal aid in civil, family and criminal cases signed with the Russian Federation.

If a Customer has already opened an account with the Bank, or a Customer simultaneously opens more than one account, no other document shall be required to open every new account besides those already submitted to the Bank but an Application and Bank Account Agreement. 

When opening additional accounts, the Customer shall not be obliged to submit a Signature Card with a Seal Imprint, if the same persons are authorized to manage the account.

In some cases, the Bank may require the Customer to submit all the documents enlisted here to open the second and other additional accounts, should the territorial remoteness of the Bank’ separate division make it necessary. 







1 A copy of the document certified by the Customer should bear: the signature of the person who certified the copy, its full name, position, and the seal (in its absence – a stamp).
